Did you know…? 
 
Bristol Dogs & Cats Home was first founded in 1887 by a philanthropist, Edward T Parker, 
who realised there was no-where for the city’s lost or starving dogs to go for care and shelter. 
Since then Bristol Dogs & Cats Home has moved on from a shelter for dogs with only 6 
kennels – today we are home to approximately 200 unwanted dogs, cats and small animals 
(including rabbits, ferrets, rats and birds).  
 
Over 2,000 animals come through our doors every year needing our love and care, and we 
do our utmost to find them all new loving homes. 
 
The RSPCA Bristol Clinic is the largest Branch Clinic in the country, treating over 12,000 
animals every year. Whilst caring for the veterinary needs of the Home’s residents, it also 
provides a 24 hour veterinary service for lost, sick and injured stray animals, subsidised 
veterinary treatment for people on a low income, a first aid centre for wildlife casualties and 
‘well dog’ clinics for the animals of homeless people. 
 
Why we need your help 
 
The animals that we care for come from a variety of different sources – many are strays, 
sometimes owners have a change in circumstances and can no longer care for them, others 
are the sad victims of cruelty or neglect which are brought in by RSPCA Inspectors and 
others are simply unwanted. 
 
The RSPCA Bristol Branch & Clinic, whilst affiliated to the National RSPCA, is actually an 
independent charity that receives NO funding from the National RSPCA, Government or 
Lottery and therefore we rely entirely on the support from the community through donations, 
legacies and fundraising events to meet our annual running costs of over £1.5 million. 
 
Over the years we have been able to change the lives of thousands of unwanted, lost and 
frightened animals, all thanks to people like you.

Sponsored Mutt Strutt 
Saturday 1st May 2010 

 
The RSPCA Bristol Branch & Bristol Dogs and Cats Home sponsored dog walk will take 
place on Saturday 1st May. Beginning at Bristol Dogs and Cats Home in St. Philips, the walk 
covers over 3 miles on a circular route around some of Bristol’s historic landmarks.  
 
To take part in the Mutt Strutt there is a small registration fee of £5 per person which covers 
the administration and resources related to the event. We also ask that you try to raise as 
much sponsorship as you can and we have lots of tips and ideas to help maximize your 
fundraising.   
 
We only have 30 places available for anyone wanting to take a dog from the Home and 
registration will be on a first come, first serve basis. Therefore, to avoid disappointment, send 
in your registration form today. However, you are welcome to take your own dog on the walk 
but please do indicate that on the registration form.  
 
The walk commences from Bristol Dogs & Cats Home. There will be a staggered start for the 
walk from 9.30am to 10am in order to avoid congestion. You MUST sign in at the ‘signing in’ 
desk when you arrive at the Home. The ‘signing in’ desk will be located in the main car park  
at the back entrance to the Home. PLEASE DO NOT GO TO RECEPTION. If you are taking 
a dog from the Home, one will then be collected for you by a member of staff. 
 
Marshals will be on hand at the half way point (in Castle Green) to help guide you to help 
should you have any problems. 
 
Whether you are bringing your own dog or walking a dog from the Home, please be aware 
that not all dogs are friendly to each other and they must not  be let off the lead and must 
remain under your control at all times. We ask that those bringing their own dogs keep them 
clear of dogs from the Home in order to prevent the spread of any illnesses such as kennel 
cough. 
 
Poo bags will be available at the ‘signing in’ desk when you arrive and the marshals will be 
able to take ‘used’ bags off your hands at the half way point. Please remember to scoop the 
poop! 
 
Under 18’s are welcome on the walk but they have to be accompanied by an adult who must 
remain in control of the dog. 
 
Water will be available for the dogs at the marshal point (humans will need to carry their 
own!) and refreshments will be available in the Dogs Home meeting room at the end of the 
walk. 
 

A map of the route will be given to you on the day of the event. 
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Don’t Be Caught Out 
 

Make sure you carry your sponsorship form with you at all times – you never know when an 
opportunity may arise! 

 
Start at the Top! 

 

Make sure you grab a generous friend to start your sponsors off with a great donation – 
maybe others will follow suit. 

 
Be Business-Like 

 

Why not see if your employers will match your fundraising pound for pound – after all, it’s 
fantastic publicity for them and would double the money you raise! 

 
Sell Yourself! 

 

Try to reach as many potential sponsors as you can - contact your local newspaper, company 
newsletter or school magazine and tell them about your venture. 

 
Friends and Family 

 

Maybe your nearest and dearest can help you reach as many people as possible by copying 
your sponsorship form and showing it to their friends. 

 
Dress Down Day 

 

If formal wear is getting in the way of your fundraising, ask people for £1 to spend the day in 
their own clothes at school or in their place of work. 

 
Gift Aid It! 

 

Make sure that if your sponsors are UK tax payers, they tick the ‘Gift Aid’ box and enter their 
full name, address and postcode – this way we can claim back the tax from the government, 

currently 25p (plus 3p supplement) for every £1, raising even more for animals in need! 

 
Be Clear  

Make sure your donors know who they are raising money for, and what we do!. 

 
And Remember - Never Feel Guilty To Ask…

DOG WALKING PROTOCOL  
 

1. A MEMBER OF STAFF WILL ALWAYS GET THE DOG OUT FOR YOU AND PUT IT 
BACK.   

 
2. WE ONLY ALLOW ONE DOG PER WALKING ADULT. 
 
3. YOU SHOULD ENSURE THAT YOUR TETANUS VACCINATIONS ARE UP TO 

DATE 
 

4. NO CHILDREN UNDER THE AGE OF 18 YEARS WILL BE ALLOWED TO HAVE 
SOLE CHARGE OF A DOG. 

 
5. NO CHILDREN WILL BE ALLOWED TO HOLD THE DOG ON THEIR OWN; WE CAN 

PROVIDE ANOTHER LEAD SO THAT THEY CAN HOLD IT WITH YOU. 
 

6. DO NOT USE EXTENDING LEADS. 
 

7. KEEP THE DOG ON A SHORT LEAD WHEN IN CLOSE PROXIMITY TO OTHER 
DOGS AND NEVER ALLOW IT TO SNIFF AT ANOTHER DOG. 

 
8. KEEP AN EYE OUT FOR PASSING JOGGERS ETC. AS THEY MAY SPOOK YOUR 

DOG IF THEY APPEAR FROM NOWHERE. 
 

9. UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES LET THE DOG OFF THE LEAD, THE CHANCES 
ARE IT WILL NOT COME BACK AND COULD CAUSE A FIGHT OR BITE 
SOMEONE. 

 
10. IF A DOG IS WEARING A MUZZLE, UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES TAKE THE 

MUZZLE OFF. 
 

11. PLEASE DO NOT RUN WITH THE DOG AS THIS CAN EXCITE THEM AND CAUSE 
THEM TO JUMP UP. 

 
12. WE DO NOT ALLOW WALKERS TO WEAR FLIP-FLOP TYPE SHOES OR 

ANYTHING WITH HIGH HEELS AS THIS COULD BE DANGEROUS FOR YOU. 
PLEASE WEAR SENSIBLE FOOTWEAR. 

 
13. ALWAYS SCOOP THE POOP. THERE IS A £1,000 FINE FOR NOT DOING SO - WE 

PROVIDE POO BAGS. 
 

14. PLEASE CHECK WITH THE ANIMAL CARE ASSISTANT BEFORE FEEDING 
TREATS TO THE DOG AS THEY MAY BE ON SPECIAL DIETS. 

 
15. THE DOG IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY WHILST WALKING IT, SO PLEASE BE 

SENSIBLE AT ALL TIMES. 
 

16. WE RUN INDUCTION CLASSES FOR THOSE NEW TO VOLUNTEERING – IF YOU 
HAVE NOT ALREADY HAD AN INDUCTION, PLEASE DO SIGN UP FOR ONE.
